Note:
Consult with the celebrant regarding the readings. They may wish to use the readings of the day rather than readings associated with the Mass of the Holy Spirit. 
We suggest that the celebrant offer the Mass of the Holy Spirit which is often used at the beginning of the school year. We suggest that the Psalm be sung. See for example CBW 107 or CBW414 or page 476 in Gather.
